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Miami Art Museum Hosts Performance of Matthew Sabatella’s Ballad of America
Miami, Florida, July, 2003 – Singer/songwriter Matthew Sabatella will perform songs from Ballad of America at Miami Art Museum, Saturday, August 9th from 1:00-4:00PM. The performance is in conjunction with Miami Art Museum’s exhibit American Tableaux: Many Voices, Many Stories.
Prior to the exhibit’s opening in June, the museum commissioned Sabatella to record a selection of songs from Ballad of America. The seventeen-song recording is featured in the gallery along with notes of the stories behind the songs. Ballad of America spans life in the United States prior to the twentieth century and tells stories through songs of the people who lived it. It weaves well into the exhibit. On display until September 7, 2003, American Tableaux “celebrates the rich variety of tales told by individuals, communities, and cultures through more than eighty works of art spanning the twentieth century and is drawn from the permanent collection of the Walker Art Center in Minneapolis” states Curator, Lorie Mertes.
Whether it is “Hushabye”, a lullaby handed down by slave women, or the romance of the riverboat song “Shenandoah”, with his rich voice and his acoustic guitar, Matthew Sabatella offers an extraordinary view of American history.

The second Saturday of the month at Miami Art Museum is designed for families of all ages to enjoy exhibits, interactive programs, and hands-on activities led by gallery teachers.
